PASSAGE 2:

The basic premise of control theory is that people attempt to regulate their
performance on a task by actively monitoring their behavior relative to some standard.
This behavioral regulation entails comparing current performance or behavior to a goal
or reference point for desired performance. This comparison is enabled by feedback:
Individuals gather information about their current level of performance to assess the
gap or difference between their current behavior and desired behavior (i.e., the goal or
standard). An example most people can relate to is weight management. If someone
has a target weight of 150 pounds (the standard or desired state), that person evaluates
his or her “performance” by comparing his or her actual weight to that standard. So,
when the person receives feedback (in this case, from stepping on the scale) that his or
her actual weight has crept up to 155, the individual becomes aware of a gap or
discrepancy between his or her current state and the desired state (specifically, a
S-pound gap).

When detecting a gap between current and desired performance, individuals
actively alter either their behavior or the goal to reduce the difference between current
behavior and the goal state. This gap is often referred to as a goal performance
discrepancy (GPD), and the desire for discrepancy reduction can be a strong
motivator. Responses to a GPD vary widely according to the individual and the
situation. Attempts at behavior regulation may include increasing effort, attempting
new behaviors or new strategies to target the goal, altering the goal to be less of a
stretch, or even abandoning the goal altogether. All of these behaviors can result in a
smaller GPD or gap between current and desired performance.
